Steve Dawson of the five-piece band Dolly Varden shows sharp lyrical skill on the
plaintive “Del Mar, 1976,” which invokes water towers and “the sad songs of the

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Christiansen offer fine vocal interplay on the punchy rockers “Done (Done)” and
