“My Ride’s Almost Here” is a chamber-pop gem à la Nick Drake, but the rock mode
of this Boston band works equally well. “The Fight Against Paranoia” rides on

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guitar riffs. Paul Hansen’s vocals telegraph literate lyrics, as on “Astronomy as
Therapy”: “The further out you go, the less you feel alone / The further out you go,
the less you fear alone.”
